FUN MUSIC ACTIVITIES
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Here are some fun ways to add music making to your family's day:
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Kids Music That’s All Grown-Up!

Sing TogeTher: Studies show that a parent's voice is a young child's
favorite sound. Sing with your child every day, and don't worry about how it
sounds!

Make Up Your Own Songs (Parodies): Make up new words to familiar
songs. Make up songs about a pet, friends, family, the morning routine, school,
putting foys away, or anything at all.

Name that Sound Game: Play a sound from the kitchen and have your
child name it while listening from the next room. You can play sounds that are

as easy as running water and as challenging as pouring cereal into a bowl.

Make Instruments: Fill a coffee can with dried beans to make a snare
drum. Use wooden spoons as drum sticks. Cover one end of an empty toilet
paper roll with wax paper, fasten with a rubber band and hum through the

open end to make a kazoo.

Rhy‘rhms All Around: Car wiper blades, heartbeat, washing machine,
dryer, clocks, raindrops, etc. Listen for the rhythms of the sounds around you.
Talk about the sounds you've found that have a steady rhythm, and sounds
you've found that have an unsteady rhythm. Play examples of each together.
